Contract Payment Structure for Youth Services

Total invoiced costs for Youth Services Contract shall not exceed budgeted costs with a total of (forty-five) 45% of these cost at risk, paid only after the applicant has documented fulfillment of minimum performance mandates.  Invoice for costs at risk for performance shall be submitted at the end of the contract year, but no later than 30 days after the last date of the contract year.
